PERSONAL STEWARDSHIP WORKSHEET

Stewardship is our personal faith lived out through our daily lives.  Giving responsively of our personal resources requires a reflective, purposeful and ongoing assessment of our priorities and 
choices -- how we spend our time, our talents, and our money. 

Please take a few moments from your busy schedule to complete the following exercises.  They are designed to help you think about your daily priorities in the context of your spiritual life.  As you do, we hope that you will discover an increased openness to the fullness of God and a deeper commitment to your personal journey of faith.

This worksheet is a tool, not a test. The church does not try to assess quality of giving by individuals. Rather, we hope each parishioner will do that in the privacy of his or her own heart and in communion with God.  We hope this worksheet will make that process easier for you.
STEP 1: REFLECTING ON STEWARDSHIP

Please begin with a prayer, either this one or another that you like.
Most gracious God, in whose every creation we discover a gift freely given: Inspire our hearts with generosity and move us to share what we receive in the same immensity of spirit with which it is given: through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Then, please ask yourself the following questions. As you do, reflect briefly on your answers and how the church might help you realize your personal aspirations.
· What kind of relationship do I want with God?

· Am I making “quality time” for God and my faith?
· Are my talents being used effectively and joyously?
· Do I give generously of myself without expecting a clear return or recognition?

· Am I am aware of God’s abundance in my life?

· What is the relationship in my life between my giving and my faith?

· Can I make the time and resources I give go further and do more?

STEP 2: USING MY TIME AND TREASURE
Consider your discretionary resources – the time, talent and money you have after caring for the essentials of life, such as shelter, food, basic clothing, education and healthcare.  Think about how you allocate your time and talents and spend your money.  Are your priorities consistent with your values, your understanding of the Gospel, and your commitment to the church?
